This project will replace the Hampton Road Bridge where it
crosses the North Tyger River, approximately 4.5 miles
southwest of the Town of Inman. The bridge is subject to
flooding. The river runs at an angle with the piles catching
debris, creating a constant maintenance problem. The road is
heavily traveled, and if not replaced, will eventually have to be
closed to heavier traffic. It will be replaced with a ninety foot
(90’) span that will address the flooding and debris problems. A
section of the road will be raised to match the new bridge,
requiring additional fill material. Design, engineering and land
acquisition are scheduled for FY 2014/15, with construction
scheduled in FY 2015/16.

Location

This project will replace the existing box culvert on
Motlow Creek Road with a cored slab concrete bridge.
The existing structure is located in a curve with road
approaches that need to be straightened. The existing
culvert is narrow and has concrete barriers on either
side. Foundation walls are beginning to show signs of
cracking. The existing culvert will be left in place during
construction to allow for the passage of traffic during
construction.  The new bridge structure will be
relocated to allow for better road approaches and safer
driving conditions in this area.
