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SOURCES OF FUNDS

1. HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)
The HOME Program offers communities the opportunity to address a wide array of
affordable housing needs. Spartanburg County has been designated as a participating
jurisdiction by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to
administer a HOME Program. Non-profit agencies and Community Housing
Development Organizations (CHDOs) are expected to play a major role in the provision
of affordable housing in Spartanburg County.

2. Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG)
The CDBG Program provides annual grants on a formula basis to entitiement cities and
counties. This is the twelfth year that Spartanburg County will be receiving funds as an
Entitlement County.

The following table details the HOME and CDBG resources to be made available for the
Community Development Department to carry out projects in the 2010 program year.

Geographic distribution

The specific geographic targeted areas to be served in the 2010 program year are the
Arkwright and Startex communities. Some work will be continued in the Una area,
however the bulk of Spartanburg County's emphasis will be placed in Startex and
Arkwright.

Special needs populations

The County is allocating resources for a variety of homeless and other special needs
populations. These include the following:

> Case management services and housing to homeless persons and/or families
via match for other federal funding.

» Operational funding for a non-profit, faith-based homeless shelter for women

and families.

» Providing support for a faith-based non-profit's housing repair efforts for seniors
and other persons with disabilities.

» Providing funding for an after-school program with a primarily Hispanic
enroliment.

» Providing staff support of HIV/AIDS awareness in Spartanburg County.

HOUSING IMPROVEMENTS

HOME Allocation

New Housing Construction

$432,831.75

This project will demolish and reconstruct three (3) homes on the same property. During this
process, Spartanburg County will relocate the families to a transitional home that adequately
supports the families’ needs.

Upstate Homeless Coalition (CHDO)
$ 86,566.35

These funds will be used to expand the existing North Street project in Arkwright. The scope
of this project includes the construction of a three (3) bedroom duplex unit to increase the
overall capacity of the facility to four (4) three bedroom duplexes. These units will be used as
transitional housing for the new Spartanburg Regional community program and for The
Haven. UHCSC will manage the units and maintain the property.

CDBG Allocation

HOUSING

County Wide Owner Occupied Housing Rehabilitation

$340,000
These funds will be used to provide owner occupied housing rehabilitation for up to
seventeen (17) homes throughout the unincorporated areas of Spartanburg County.

The Haven (PS)

$25,000

These funds will be used to pay for the operational costs associated with The Haven. The
Haven provides emergency shelter and case management to homeless families in
Spartanburg County. This organization will aid approximately 350 people.

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QUALITY OF LIFE IMPROVEMENTS

Arch Ministries/After School Program (PS)

$25,000

These funds will be used to provide after school care and academic assistance to LM|
children in the Arcadia/Una area. The majority of the children that participate in this program
are of Hispanic descent. The program anticipates helping approximately forty two (42)
children.

Carolina Miracle League (PS)

$17,500

These funds will be used to pay for the salary of a part time director to manage the Carolina
Miracle League’s programming, recruitment and development. This program will benefit
approximately eighty (80) disabled children.

Christmas In Action: Operations (PS)

$10,000

These funds will be used to fund the operations of Christmas In Action, an organization that
provides owner occupied housing rehabilitation to LMI residents of Spartanburg County. This
program anticipates helping a minimum of seventy five (75) LMl homeowners.

Fair Housing Activities (PS)

$40,000

This project is to better promote Fair Housing practices within Spartanburg County. Funds
will be used for activities to educate citizens on laws concerning Fair Housing in an effort to
discourage discrimination. This project will benefit 112,969 people.

REACH Upstate Inc. (PS)

$20,000

REACH Upstate is a non profit founded by the Junior League whose mission is to prevent
teen pregnancy, child abuse, and to provide parenting classes. This grant will be used to
fund the general operational costs associated with providing parenting classes for LM|
families in Spartanburg County.

Public Works: Septic Tank Rehabilitation/Replacement

$100,000

Funds for this project will rehabilitate or replace existing septic tanks of low to moderate
income families and elderly persons to reduce the fecal pollutants entering Spartanburg
County's water bodies. A significant portion of Spartanburg County’s septic tanks have failed
and no longer properly filter the waste that enters them. This project will benefit all of
Spartanburg County by improving its quality of water.

$377,431.20

Targeted Area Infrastructure funds will be given to the Spartanburg County Public Works
department to implement a variety of projects including primarily road paving, intersection
improvements, and storm drainage issues. This project will benefit the Startex and/or
Arkwright communities.

Upstate Homeless Coalition Transitional Housing Case Management (PS)

$25,000

This project will provide transitional housing and case management to approximately 36
homeless people in Spartanburg County. The case manager helps the client to overcome
the problems that caused homelessness. Basic amenities such as housing, utilities, and
furniture are provided as needed. |n addition, participants in the program are encouraged to
